WELCA NEWS 

Dawn and I attended the North Carolina Synod of the ELCA, May 31 – June 1st, at Lenoir-Rhyne College. 
What an experience! Everyone should have this opportunity. It is a real eye opener. There were 675 in      
attendance. The opening ceremony and reports covered the Lutheran Magazine, Youth, Lutheridge,         
Lutherock, Camp Agape and Kure Beach Ministries. 
 
Dr. Wayne Powell, president of Lenoir-Rhyne spoke on the commitment to excellence as a church college. 
They just set a record for having the largest freshman class this past year and they hope to break that record 
this Fall with the incoming freshman class. Powell said Lenoir-Rhyne was one of only 5 private colleges   
selected as a site for the NC Teaching Fellowship program. US News and World Report named Lenoir-
Rhyne to top comprehensive liberal arts college in North Carolina. It is also first among 28 Lutheran        
colleges in placing Lutheran students in Lutheran seminaries. 
 
Another keynote speaker, Rev. Patricia J. Lull, expressed appreciation for 100 years of Lutheran campus 
Ministry and Region 9 of NC particularly, for their rich history of giving to campus ministry and proclaiming 
the Good News of Jesus Christ. Rev. Lull reflected on the founding of campus ministry in 1907 at Madison, 
WI. 
 
Caring for creation was an important topic. We all need to be good stewards of God’s world and convey to 
congregational members the concern about global warming. We need to look for ways to reduce fossil fuel 
use by making life style changes such as walking, biking, using public transportation when possible, changing 
light bulbs to energy efficient lighting and recycling. All of us need to look for other ways to conserving our 
natural resources in our homes and congregations. 
 
The highlight was the ordination of our own Sandra Burroughs as pastor. There were 14 in attendance from 
LSLC for the ordination.
