TODAY IS BOY SCOUT SUNDAY: February is the anniversary month of the Boy Scouts of 
America (founded on February 8, 1910).  Scout units celebrate the anniversary month of Scouting 
by actively participating in worship with their sponsoring institution. 
 
Living Saviour Lutheran Church has provided a ministry to male youth in the local area for more 
than 25 years by sponsoring Boy Scout Troop 165 and Cub Scout Pack 265.  Scouting helps to 
build values, character and leadership in boys through the Cub Scouting and Boy Scouting pro-
grams.  Cub Scouting offers programs for boys in grades 1 through 5 (Tiger, Wolf, Bear, 1st Year 
Webelos and 2nd Year Webelos).  Boy Scouting offers programs for boys that have completed the 
5th grade (typically 11 years old) through age 18. 
 
Cub Scout Pack 265 has separate Dens for each age group that typically meet on a weekly ba-
sis.  The Pack also holds a monthly meeting where activities such as the Pinewood Derby and Rain 
Gutter Regatta are held.  Cub scouts also attend Day Camp for a week during the summer. 
 
Boy Scout Troop 165 has separate Patrols made up of 6 to 8 scouts.  The Troop currently has 29 
active scouts.  Troop 165 holds weekly meetings on Monday nights from 7:00 PM to 8:30 PM.  An 
active outdoor program is a very important part of the Boy Scouting program.  Troop 165 conducts 
monthly weekend campouts, attends summer camp for 1 week and participates in an annual high 
adventure outing.  Several high adventure trips have included such activities as sailing in the Carib-
bean, backpacking at Philmont (mountains of New Mexico), canoeing in the Boundary Waters 
(northern Minnesota), backpacking on the Appalachian Trail and cycling at the Outer Banks.
