Sewing Kits:  -Three yards of 40’’-
45’’ cotton or cotton-blend fabric (no knits or 100% polyester)-One spool (300yds) of matching 
thread-One package of 10 – 15 needles for hand sewing (needles purchased in larger packages can 
be divided by inserting 12 needles in a swatch of felt)-One card of 6 or more ½” to 5/8” matching 
buttons.  Wrap notions inside fabric and tie with string, yarn, or strip of fabric.   Thank you in  
advance for your support of this project.
