My friend
was filled with anger and
resentment about events that
had happened 25 years ago.

After our conversation, |
remembered something that
had been given to me years
ago, so | sent him a copy. |
would like to share it with
you.

Forgiveness

Resentment is a useless pursuit. It
does not help you, it does not help

the situation, and it does not help
the people you resent.

Resentment expands the damage
that has been done and prolongs
the pain that has been inflicted.
And resentment often leads to
new instances of hurtful behavior
on the part of everyone involved.

The way to end the downward
spiral of resentment is with
forgiveness. Forgiveness frees you
to move forward, unfettered by
the burden of past wrongdoing.
Forgiveness does not mean that
what happened was acceptable.
Forgiveness simply enables you to
completely, once and for all, let it
