One of the great privileges
that pastors have is the op-
portunity to lead others in
prayers. Whether it be at a
covered dish supper, a house
blessing, in times of sorrow
or in times of joy, all through
the passages of life it is an
honor to lead others in
prayer.

Many of you know that |
collect stories, and one that
has always touched me is the
one told by an old church
council member who always
used a particular prayer:
“Lord, prop us up on our
leanin’ side.”:

fervently. He answered, “Well,
sir, you see, it’s like this...l got
an old barn out back. It's been
there a long time, it's withstood a
lot of weather, it’s gone through a
lot of storms, and it's stood for
many years.
